The council tax is likely to increase by 4.99%; budgeting difficulty will continue. There is a
meeting to agree the budget on March 4™.

There is a fund of £2.4M per year for the next four years to improve bus services.

The Somerset Community Health and Wellbeing Fund is formally closed but some funds remain
to be made available to appropriate projects.

Clir Clarke has sent a letter to the head of Highways about plans for the coming year and awaits
a response.
